EL implicit objects



JSF
provides
several
objects
related
to
the
current
request
and
environment

EL
exposes
these
objects
(known
as
implicit
objects)
that
can
be
accessed
at
runtime

in
a
Facelet.

For
each
expression,
EL
first
checks
if
the
value
of
the
base
is

one
of
these
implicit
objects,
and,
if
it
is
not,
then
it
will
check
beans
in
progressively

wider
scopes
(from
request
to
view,
and
finally
to
application
scope).

In
EL,
the
part
of
the
expression
before
the
dot
or
the
square
bracket
is
named
base

and
it
usually
indicates
where
the
bean
instances
should
be
located.

The
part
after
the
first
dot,
or
the
square
bracket,
is
called
a
property
and
is

recursively
cracked
in
smaller
parts,
which
represents
the
bean’s
properties
to
get

from
the
base.
